ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR

EXTENSION OF TIME

On October 3, 2002, Missouri Gas Energy moved the Commission for an extension of time in which to file an Answer.  Missouri Gas believes that it is close to a settlement with Staff, and that its time is better spent negotiating with Staff rather than filing an Answer.  Missouri Gas requests the Commission to extend the deadline to October 28, 2002.

2. That Missouri Gas Energy shall file a responsive pleading in this case by October 28, 2002.
