MCI WORLDCOM COMMUNICATIONS, INC.’S  ANSWER TO FIRST AMENDED EMERGENCY COMPLAINT 


Comes Now MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc. (MCI WorldCom) pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.070(8) and 4 CSR 240-2.080(20) and for its Answer to the First Amended Emergency Complaint states to the Commission:

MCI WorldCom admits that Tri-Lakes Net, Inc. is an internet service provider located in Missouri.  MCI WorldCom lacks knowledge and information sufficient to form a basis on which to admit or deny the remaining averments of paragraph 1 of the First Amended Emergency Complaint, and therefore denies same.

MCI WorldCom  lacks knowledge and information sufficient to form a basis on which to admit or deny  the averments of paragraph 2 of the First Amended Emergency Complaint, and therefore denies same.


3.  
MCI WorldCom lacks knowledge and information sufficient to form a basis on which to admit or deny the averments of paragraph 3 of the First Amended Emergency Complaint, and therefore denies same.


4.  
MCI WorldCom admits that there is a dispute regarding the amount owed by Tri-Lakes Net, Inc. to MCI WorldCom.  MCI WorldCom denies  the remaining averments of Paragraph 4 of the First Amended Emergency Complaint.

MCI WorldCom denies that Tri-Lakes has been overbilled  by MCI WorldCom by $88,745.69  plus taxes.  MCI WorldCom lacks sufficient knowledge and information to admit or deny the remaining allegations of paragraph 5 of the First Amended Emergency Complaint.

MCI WorldCom denies the averments of paragraph 6 of the First Amended Emergency Complaint


7.  
MCI WorldCom denies  the averments of Paragraph 7 of the First Amended Emergency Complaint.


8.  
MCI WorldCom lacks knowledge and information sufficient to form a basis on which to admit or deny the averments of Paragraph 8 of the First Amended Emergency Complaint, and therefore denies same.
