ORDER APPROVING TARIFFS FILED IN COMPLIANCE

WITH COMMISSION ORDER

On November 14, 2002, the Commission issued its Report and Order in this case, authorizing The Empire District Electric Company to file proposed tariff sheets in compliance with the Commission’s order.  On November 15, 2002, the Company filed its proposed tariff sheets (tariff file number JE-2003-1118), along with a Motion for Expedited Treatment and for Approval of Tariff Filing on Less than Thirty Days Notice.  Although the tariff sheets bore an effective date of December 15, 2002, the Company requested expeditious treatment so that the proposed tariff sheets could become effective on December 1, 2002.

In support of its motion for expedited treatment, Empire notes that the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement approved by the Commission provides in part that the Commission should authorize Empire to file tariff sheets in conformance with the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement, and that the tariff sheets should be approved to become effective on December 1, 2002.  Empire notes that this provision was included in the Agreement because the parties recognized that from Empire’s standpoint, the December 1, 2002, effective date was a key inducement to enter into the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement.

Empire also notes that the Commission’s Report and Order directed Empire to file, as soon as practicable, proposed tariff sheets in compliance with the Agreement. The order further provided that the proposed tariff sheets could have a 30‑day effective date and be accompanied by a motion requesting expedited treatment.

The Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission reviewed the tariff sheets and filed a recommendation on November 18, 2002.  Staff recommends that the Commis​sion approve the Company’s tariff sheets, on an expedited basis, to become effective on December 1, 2002.
The Commission issued an order on November 19, 2002, directing that responses to Empire’s proposed tariff or Staff’s memorandum shall be filed no later than 12:00 p.m. on November 20, 2002.  No party filed a response to the proposed tariff or to Staff’s recommendation.

The Commission has reviewed the tariff sheets and Staff’s recommendation and finds that the tariff sheets conform to the Commission’s Report and Order of November 14, 2002, and should be approved.  The Commission believes that good cause exists to allow the tariff to go into effect on an expedited basis.  Therefore, the Commission will allow the proposed tariff sheets to become effective as of December 1, 2002.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the tariff sheets filed by The Empire District Electric Company, and assigned tariff number JE‑2003-1118, are approved to become effective on December 1, 2002.  The tariff sheets approved are:
