On May 31, 2005, the Commission issued an Order and Notice, directing interested parties wishing to intervene to do so by June 20, 2005, and thus, this application is timely.

AARP’s interest in this matter relates to the proposed rates, terms and conditions of service for Aquila’s residential electric customers in both the L&P and MPS service territories.  More specifically, AARP’s interest in this matter relates to how these proposals may directly and adversely impact those Missouri seniors who are receiving monopoly electric service from Aquila in the L&P and MPS areas.  This is an interest that is different than the general public interest.

AARP is alarmed by the large electric rate increases proposed by Aquila’s May 24, 2005 filing and wishes to become a party to this case for all purposes.  AARP is opposed to an unjust and unreasonable revenue requirement or a discriminatory rate design in either Aquila service territory, and after further investigation, plans to provide the Commission with a more detailed position on the filings and testimony of Aquila in this case.  Accordingly, AARP believes that its intervention and participation in this proceeding would serve the public interest.

WHEREFORE, the AARP respectfully requests that the Commission grant its Application to Intervene, entitling it to fully participate in this proceeding.
