Staff Recommendation On Tariff Sheets Filed to Comply With Commission Order

On January 4, 2005, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company (MGE or Company) of Kansas City, Missouri, filed tariff sheets with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) to comply with the Commission’s ORDER GRANTING CERTIFICATE OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY (Order), issued December 30, 2004, in this case.  On January 5, 2005, the Commission issued its ORDER DIRECTING FILING, directing the Staff of the Commission (Staff) to file its recommendation on the tariff filing by January 26, 2005.  On January 11th, 13th and 14th, 2005, MGE filed substitute tariff sheets to correct typographical errors.  The proposed tariff provides for the required 30 days notice by proposing an effective date of February 4, 2005.  

On October 21, 2004, MGE filed an APPLICATION (Application) with the Commission, requesting a certificate of public convenience and necessity (CCN) authorizing it to construct, install, own, operate, control, manage and maintain a natural gas distribution system to provide gas service in Greene County, Missouri, as an expansion of its existing certificated area.  On October 26, 2004, the Commission issued an ORDER AND NOTICE, which allowed any intervenors to file by November 29, 2004.  On December 13, 2004, MGE filed a MOTION FOR WAIVER AND SUPPLEMENT TO APPLICATION (Motion), which requested a waiver from Commission Rules to estimate the revenues and expenses for the next three (3) years and to provide additional information about the construction material.  

The Commission’s December 30, 2004, Order granted MGE its Motion for a waiver and a CCN to provide natural gas service to Section 28, Township 28 North, Range 23 West, in Greene County, Missouri.  The Order states:  “4.  That Missouri Gas Energy shall file with the Commission tariff sheets describing the new service area and gas supply line no later than January 29, 2005.”  Staff has reviewed the tariff sheets filed by MGE and has determined that the proposed tariff sheets comply with the Commission’s Order. 

The Staff has verified that MGE has filed its annual report and is not delinquent on any assessment.  Staff is not aware of any other matters before the Commission that affect or are affected by this filing; however, the following cases involving MGE are open at this time:
