ORDER APPROVING COMPLIANCE TARIFFS


This order approves the compliance tariff filed herein.

On October 31, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission granted Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, a certificate of convenience and necessity for gas service in Section 17, Township 26 North, Range 25 West, in Lawrence County, Missouri.  MGE was also ordered to file within 30 days a revised tariff sheet modifying its gas service areas to reflect the additional service area.  On November 4, 2002, MGE filed a compliance tariff with an effective date of December 4, 2002.  The tariff was P.S.C. MO. No. 1, First Revised Sheet No. 6.13, Canceling Original Sheet No. 6.13, filed under Tariff No. JG‑2003‑1060.  

On November 14, 2002, the Staff of the Commission filed its memorandum and recommendation.  Staff stated that it has reviewed the tariff sheet filed by MGE and has determined that the proposed tariff sheet does modify MGE’s Index of Certificated Areas, in its tariff, to include the certificate of convenience and necessity, granted in the Commission’s order of October 31, 2002.

The Commission finds that the compliance tariff filed by MGE is reasonable, in the public interest, and should be approved.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the compliance tariff filed by Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, on November 4, 2002, under Tariff No. JG‑2003‑1060, is approved for service on and after December 4, 2002.  The tariff sheet approved is:
