Staff Recommendation on MGE’s Tariff Sheets Filed to Comply with Commission Order

On November 10, 2004, Missouri Gas Energy (MGE or Company), a division of Southern Union Company, of Kansas City, Missouri filed a tariff sheet with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) to comply with the Commission’s ORDER APPROVING STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT (Order Granting CCN) in this case.  On November 12, 2004, MGE filed a substitute tariff sheet to incorporate suggested changes by the Commission’s Energy Department - Tariffs/Rate Design Staff (Staff) and City Utilities (CU) of Springfield, Missouri.  The proposed tariff sheet provides for the required 30 days notice by proposing an effective date of December 10, 2004.  The November 10, 2004, filing was assigned File No.YG-2005-0373.  Upon review, Staff requested that MGE modify its map to comply with the Order Granting CCN.  Therefore, on November 18, 2004, MGE filed another tariff sheet, bearing a proposed effective date of December 18, 2004, to comply with the Commission’s Order Granting CCN.  This filing was assigned, File No.YG-2005-0392.  The later proposed tariff sheet also provides for the required 30 days notice by proposing an effective date of December 18, 2004.  

On August 26, 2004, MGE filed its APPLICATION (Application) for a certificate of public convenience and necessity) to construct, install, own, operate, control, manage and maintain a natural gas distribution system to provide gas serviced in Greene County, Missouri, as a further expansion of its existing certificated areas.  On September 20, 2004, CU filed its APPLICATION TO INTERVENE.  On October 15, 2004, a prehearing conference was held.  On October 20, 2004, the Parties filed their UNANIMOUS STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT (S&A).  On November 9, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Granting CCN.  

The S&A narrowed MGE’s request from providing natural gas service to all of Sections 35 and 36 of Township 28 North, Range 21 West in Christian County, Missouri, to an area certificate that is south of Southern View Road within the described sections in Christian County.  The Order Granting CCN states:  “3.  That Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, shall file with the Commission tariff sheets modifying its service area description and map no later than November 23, 2004.”  Staff has reviewed tariff sheet no. 6.3 filed by MGE on November 10, 2004, and as substituted on November 12, 2004.  Tariff sheet no. 6.3 contains the legal description of the certificated area.  Staff has also reviewed tariff sheet no.7 modifying MGE’s service area map, which was filed by MGE on November 18, 2004.  The two tariff filings were made prior to November 23, 2004, as required by the Order Granting CCN.  Staff has verified that the two proposed tariff sheets comply with the Order Granting CCN in this case.

The Staff has verified that this company has filed its annual report and is not delinquent on any assessment.  Staff is not aware of any other matter before the Commission that affects or is affected by this filing; however, the following Cases involving MGE are open:
