NOTICE

On May 14, 2002, the parties filed a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement Regarding “Error” in Case No. ER-2001-299 and an Immediate Reduction of the Interim Energy Charge.  On May 15, 2002, The Empire District Electric Company filed a proposed tariff with an effective date of June 14, 2002.  On the same date, the parties filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment, requesting that the Commission expeditiously issue its order approving the Stipulation and Agreement and tariff.

Paragraph 15 of the Stipulation and Agreement states that the Staff of the Commission will file its suggestions or memorandum in support of the Stipulation and Agreement within 14 days, and that the other signatories will then have ten days to respond.  Staff filed its Suggestions in Support of the Stipulation and Agreement on May 28, 2002.  Thus,  the other signatories may file responses no later than June 7, 2002. 

As the parties have requested expedited treatment, the Commission encourages the other signatory parties to file their responses to Staff’s suggestions as soon as is practicable.  If the parties do not intend to file responses, they are encouraged to file notices to that effect.
