ORDER APPROVING TARIFFS IN COMPLIANCE

WITH COMMISSION ORDER

The Commission granted the Pager Company d/b/a The Pager & Phone Company designation as an eligible telecommunications carrier on April 1, 2003.  The Commission ordered Pager to file tariff sheets to revise its basic local tariff, as Pager and the Staff of the Commission agreed in their Stipulation and Agreement.

On April 3, 2003, Pager filed three revised tariff sheets, each effective May 4, 2003.  Pager filed a substitute tariff sheet the next day, along with a Motion for Expedited Treatment.  Pager asks the Commission to approve the tariffs no later than April 11, 2003.   The Commission’s order giving Pager ETC designation is effective April 11, 2003.  Unless Pager’s tariff’s are also effective that date, Pager explains, their Lifeline customers will be unable to subscribe to Pager’s UNE-P based PhonePLUS service.   

On April 7, 2003, the Commission ordered Staff to respond to Pager’s Motion for Expedited Treatment no later than April 8, 2003.  On April 8, 2003, Staff recommended the Commission approve the tariffs and grant the Motion for Expedited Treatment.

The Commission reviewed the tariff filings and the Staff memorandum, and finds that the tariff sheets comply with the Commission’s order.  The Commission further finds that good cause exists to expedite the effective date of the tariff. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Expedited Treatment is granted.

2. That the following adoption sheet, Tariff No. YC-2003-1764, issued April  4, 2003, as amended by the substitute sheet filed April 4, 2003, is hereby approved to become effective on April 11, 2003:
