	In the TRO, the FCC determined that CLECs are impaired without access to copper subloops and required ILECs to provide unbundled access to their copper subloops, i.e., the distribution plant consisting of the copper transmission facility between a remote terminal and the customer’s premises.  The FCC sought to promote the deployment of equipment that can unleash the full potential of the embedded copper loop so that consumers can experience enhanced broadband capabilities before the mass deployment of fiber loops. 

Socket proposes language that provides full access to subloops in accordance with the FCC rulings in the TRO and with no more limitations than the FCC’s language requires. Its proposed Appendix lays out reasonable terms and conditions governing the provisioning of subloops by CenturyTel to Socket.

Socket’s proposed Subloop Appendix is derived in large part from the Subloop attachment that the Commission approved as reasonable and appropriate in Case No. TO-2005-0336.
