ORDER DIRECTING FILING

This order directs the Staff of the Commission to file suggestions in support of or a memorandum in support of the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement.

On December 2, 2003, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, filed an application for a certificate of convenience and necessity to construct, install, own, operate, control, manage, and maintain a natural gas distribution system in a portion of Greene County, Missouri.  The City of Springfield, Missouri, through the Board of Public Utilities, filed an Application to Intervene on December 24, which the Commission granted on January 8.

On February 4, the Staff of the Commission, the Office of the Public Counsel, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, and the City of Springfield, Missouri, through the Board of Public Utilities, filed a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement.  The Agreement stated, inter alia, that the parties agree MGE should receive a certificate of convenience and necessity in an area less than the area in which MGE originally sought the certificate; namely, that MGE should have a certificate for an area west of U.S. Highway 160 within Section 31, Township 30 North, Range 22 West, Greene County, Missouri.

The Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement further stated that the Staff of the Commission would file suggestions or a memorandum in support of the stipulation.  The Commission will order Staff to file those suggestions or that memorandum.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file suggestions in support or a memorandum in support of the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement no later than February 25, 2004.

2. That this order shall become effective on February 5, 2004.
