STAFF MOTION FOR LEAVE TO AMEND 

SUGGESTIONS IN SUPPORT OF UNANIMOUS STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT


COMES NOW the Staff (“Staff”) of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”), and for its Motion For Leave To Amend Suggestions In Support Of Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement, respectfully states as follows:

1.

On October 28, 2002, the parties to this case filed their Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement in settlement of all issues in the case. 

2.

In its Order Directing Filing, issued on October 29, 2002, the Commission ordered: “That no later than October 30, 2002, the Staff of the Commission shall file either its suggestions in support of the Stipulation and Agreement, or a status report noting the date certain Staff will file the pleading.”


3.

On October 31, 2002, the date specified in Staff’s October 30, 2002 Status Report, the Staff filed its Suggestions In Support Of Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement (“Suggestions”).  The Suggestions contain an error.  Specifically, on page 8, which deals with the Experimental Low-Income Program (“ELIP”), the following sentence appears in the bottom paragraph: “Monthly ratepayer funding for the ELIP will be at a level equivalent to $0.20 times the number of residential customers (Schedule RG), plus $0.30 times the number of non-residential customers on Schedules CB, SH, GP, LP, and TEB.”  The indicated values of $.20 and $.30 should actually have been $.10 and $.25, respectively, which are the values appearing in The Empire District Electric Company’s originally filed tariff sheets.  Thus, the sentence should have read: “Monthly ratepayer funding for the ELIP will be at a level equivalent to $0.10 times the number of residential customers (Schedule RG), plus $0.25 times the number of non-residential customers on Schedules CB, SH, GP, LP, and TEB.”

Attached hereto is a revised page 8, in which the correct values have been inserted into the subject sentence.  The Staff apologizes for the error and requests that the Commission grant it leave to replace page 8 in its filed Suggestions with the revised page 8.

The other parties to this case have been apprised of this error.


WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission grant it leave to amend its Suggestions In Support Of Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement, filed on October 31, 2002, by substituting, for page 8 thereof, the revised page 8 attached hereto.
