Dear Judge Roberts:


On or about December 8, 2004, from the bench Judge Thompson requested the submission of a comparison of the dollar effect of a series of specified returns on equity.  In response to that request, the Staff is hereby filing two single-page documents.  The first document presents the revenue requirement amounts for the various levels of return on equity for the Commission Staff, the Office of the Public Counsel (“OPC”) and The Empire District Electric Company (“Company”).  These amounts were generated using the Staff’s latest revenue requirement run, and include the settlement of the Accounting and miscellaneous issues, and the Staff’s recommended IEC amount of $19,587,103 (Missouri jurisdiction).  Only the capital structure and embedded costs were varied for each of the three parties.  The second document restates the revenue requirement amounts for the Company, based on its own “single-point” recommendation for fuel and purchased power expense and its recommended increases related to depreciation.
