Missouri Public Service Commission:
Dear Chairman, Commissioners, and Directors,

It has recently come to my attention that Kansas City Power and Light (KCP&L)
will soon be filing a motion to discontinue its financing program that currently benefits
thousands of current and potential customers. It is stated in the mission of the Missourt
Public Service Commission that consumers have access to safe, reliable, and reasonably
priced utility service and that the providing companies earn a reasonable return on their
investment. Discontinuing this financing program would be very detrimental to people
not able to afford high efficiency heating and cocling equipment. The American
Recovery and Reinvestment Plan, recently signed into law by the President of the United
States of America, provides incentives for Americans to move toward more efficient
HVAC technologies. With the United States economy currently in the worst slump since
the 1930’s, it is vitally important to the citizens of Missouri and to the nation as a whole
to have access to the stimulus programs that have been developed to help them. The
financing program that KCP&L currently offers (and is intending to end) provides
financial access for more efficient heating and cooling equipment to citizens who
otherwise would not be able to afford it. The KCP&L financing program is not a free
service. We believe it provides them with a reasonable return on their investment. This
program provides a return of 2% above the prime lending rate, while the average
American citizen is finding it hard to get above a 2% return on a certificate of deposit.
Discontinuing this program would not only have a negative effect on the consumers
seeking high efficiency HVAC equipment that would provide them with lower utility
bills, it would have a very negative effect on the ability of HVAC contractors to stay in
business. With our economy in a tough recession and the predictions stating that it will
get worse before it gets better, the average American homeowner is finding it hard to
write a check for new HVAC equipment, be it high efficiency or not. 1would submit that
more businesses closing in Missouri is not what our already troubled economy needs. 1
find it truly ironic that KCP&L would choose to support Senate Bill No.376 and then
choose to make it harder for their consumers to take advantage of the higher efficiency
technologies, or simply to switch from R-22 refrigerant to R-410A refrigerant (a more
ecologically friendly refrigerant). 1 would like to thank Kansas City Power and Light for
providing this consumer friendly financing service for the past several years. It has
solidified at least part of our worsening economy and 1 would urge them to keep it in
place. 1believe it is imperative for the commissioners to take into consideration the




detrimental effect that allowing this motion to move forward would have on both
consumers and all businesses involved,
