STAFF RECOMMENDATION REGARDING 
MGE’S OCTOBER 2, 2003 COMPLIANCE TARIFF FILING 

COMES NOW the Staff (“Staff”) of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”), and recommends approval of the October 2, 2003 compliance tariff filing of Missouri Gas Energy (“MGE” or “Company”), a division of Southern Union Company.  In support thereof, the Staff respectfully states as follows:  

1.
On July 31, 2003, MGE, the Staff, the City of Springfield, Missouri, through its Board of Public Utilities (“City Utilities”), and the Office of the Public Counsel filed their Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement (“Agreement”) in settlement of all issues in this case.  The Agreement calls for the granting to MGE of a line certificate to accommodate the construction of a natural gas supply line in a portion of Section 29, Township 28 North, Range 21 West, in Greene County, Missouri

2.
On August 21, 2003, the Commission issued an Order approving the Agreement and directing the Company to “file tariff sheets describing the route of the supply line to be constructed in accordance with the certificate of convenience and necessity authorized by this order.”

3.
On August 25, 2003, MGE filed a proposed tariff sheet purporting to describe the route of the supply line.  Thereafter, both City Utilities and the Staff filed pleadings alleging deficiencies in the description of the supply line.

4.
On September 23, 2003, the Commission issued an Order suspending the aforementioned August 23, 2003 tariff sheet for a period of thirty days.  The Commission concluded that the tariff sheet should include the legal description of the route of the supply line and invited the Company to submit a revised tariff sheet that included such a description.  On October 2, 2003, MGE filed a tariff sheet containing said legal description and bearing an effective date of November 1, 2003.

In the attached Memorandum (Attachment A), the Staff states that it has reviewed the October 2, 2003 tariff sheet filing and finds it to be in compliance with the Commission’s September 23, 2003 suspension order.  Accordingly, the Staff recommends that the following tariff sheet be approved:
