ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME

TO FILE RELIABILITY STUDY

On April 30, 2002, the Commission issued an order approving a stipulation and agreement between Greeley Gas Company, a division of Atmos Energy Corporation, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, and the Office of the Public Counsel.  As part of that agreement, Greeley Gas Company was required to file its reliability study no later than October 1, 2002.

On October 1, 2002, Greeley Gas Company filed a motion for an extension of time in which to file its reliability study.  Greeley Gas Company states that neither Staff nor Public Counsel objects to this extension of time.  Therefore, the Commission will grant the extension as directed below.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Greeley Gas Company’s Motion for Extension to File Reliability Study is granted.

2. That Greeley Gas Company, a division of Atmos Energy, shall file its reliability study no later than October 31, 2002.

That this order shall become effective on October 31, 2002.
