FIDELITY COMMUNICATION SERVICES I, INC.’S

OBJECTIONS TO APPLICATION


COMES NOW Fidelity Communication Services I, Inc. (“Fidelity”), by its undersigned counsel, and for its current objections to Sprint’s Application (as hereinafter defined) respectfully states as follows:

1.
On August 30, 2005, Sprint filed its Application for Competitive Classification pursuant to § 392.245.5 RSMo (the “Application”) requesting the Commission to classify as competitive all of Sprint’s business services, other than exchange access service, in certain specified exchanges.

2.
On September 9, 2005, Sprint filed its Motion to Amend the Application (the “Motion”) to remove the Fort Leonard Wood exchange from the list of exchanges in which Sprint seeks competitive classification for business services.

The Commission has not yet ruled on the Motion, and, in order to preserve its rights, Fidelity hereby objects to (i) competitive classification of the Fort Leonard Wood exchange on the basis that Fidelity is not currently providing basic local telecommunications service in such exchange to business customers within the meaning of § 392.245.5 RSMo, and (ii) the current procedural schedule adopted by the Commission is so accelerated that it does not afford a meaningful opportunity to be heard.  These current objections should be deemed withdrawn upon entry by the Commission of an order approving the Motion.

Nothing contained herein is intended to be, nor should be construed as, any admission by Fidelity in this proceeding or any other proceeding of any of the allegations set forth in Sprint’s Application, all of which Fidelity hereby demands strict proof thereof.  Moreover, nothing contained herein should be construed as agreement by Fidelity with the interpretation of § 392.245.5 RSMo proffered by the Application.  Fidelity hereby expressly reserves its right to object to any and all such allegations, and to challenge the legality and applicability of § 392.245.5 RSMo.
