ORDER GRANTING RECONSIDERATION

Syllabus:  This order grants reconsideration of the Commission’s previous order.

On August 22, 2002, the Commission issued an Order Denying Motion to Reject Tariff, Directing Filing of Substitute Sheets and Consolidating Cases.  In that order the Commission directed Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks‑L&P and Aquila Networks-MPS to file substitute pages for tariff nos. 200300095 and 200300096.  The substitute pages were to remove any provisions included addressing the expiration of the small volume aggregation tariff of Aquila Networks‑L&P and the daily scheduling and balancing of Williams Pipeline‑Central.  The company was also ordered to file those substitute tariff sheets with an effective date of November 1, 2002.

On August 27, 2002, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and Aquila filed a joint motion for reconsideration of the Commission’s August 22 order.  Staff and Aquila indicated that the Missouri School Boards’ Associa​tion and the Office of the Public Counsel had no objection to the motion.  On September 3, 2002, Staff and Aquila appeared at a prehearing conference to further explain their motion.

Staff and Aquila state in their motion that they agree that the small-volume-user portion of Aquila’s tariff can be addressed as part of these tariff filings along with the educational-institution portion of the tariff.  Therefore, Staff and Aquila have agreed that if the Commission reconsiders its previous order by taking the Staff’s Motion to Reject Tariff under advisement and allowing Aquila to leave the small-volume-user-aggregation program in its tariff, Aquila will file the substitute sheets removing all issues except a small-volume-user-aggregation program which includes the educational institutions.  In addition, Aquila has agreed to file the tariffs with a November 1, 2002, effective date.

The Commission has reconsidered its August 22 order in light of the additional information provided by Aquila and Staff.  The Commission will amend its August 22 order as directed below.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the joint motion for reconsideration filed on August 27, 2002, is granted.

2. That ordered paragraph 1 of the Commission’s Order Denying Motion to Reject Tariff, Directing Filing of Substitute Sheets and Consolidating Cases issued on August 22, 2002, is withdrawn.  The Commission will take the motions to reject the tariffs under advisement.

3. That ordered paragraph 2 of the Commission’s Order Denying Motion to Reject Tariff, Directing Filing of Substitute Sheets and Consolidating Cases is amended to read:  That Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks‑L&P shall file substitute pages for tariff no. 200300096 in this case.  Those substitute pages shall remove any provisions included to address the large-volume-user-aggregation program of Aquila Networks‑L&P and the daily scheduling and balancing of Williams Pipeline‑Central.  The substitute tariff sheets shall bear an effective date of November 1, 2002.

4. That ordered paragraph 3 of the Commission’s Order Denying Motion to Reject Tariff, Directing Filing of Substitute Sheets and Consolidating Cases is amended to read:  “That Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks‑MPS shall file substitute pages for tariff no. 200300095 in this case.  Those substitute pages shall remove any provisions included to address the large-volume-user-aggregation program of Aquila Networks‑L&P and the daily scheduling and balancing of Williams Pipeline‑Central.  The substitute tariff sheets shall bear an effective date of November 1, 2002.”

5. That Aquila, Inc. shall file its tariffs as directed in ordered paragraphs 3 and 4 no later than September 16, 2002.

6. That this order shall become effective on September 16, 2002.
