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Staff Request For Extension Of Deadline For Filing Rate Design Testimony 
COMES NOW the Staff (“Staff”) of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”) and requests, with the non-opposition of the other parties to this proceeding, that the Commission grant an extension, until October 4, 2004, of the deadline for filing rate design testimony.  In support thereof, the Staff respectfully states as follows:  
1.
The procedural schedule currently in effect in this proceeding calls for the filing of class cost of service and rate design testimony on September 27, 2004.  Despite its best efforts, the Staff has determined that the rate design testimony it wishes to file will require additional time.  Specifically, the Staff would like to present possible changes to the rate structure that address the seasonality of costs, the proportions of fixed and variable costs, and the design of an appropriate surcharge to recover an Interim Energy Charge.  As a result of these additional activities, a one-week extension in the filing deadline will be necessary.  The Staff therefore requests that the Commission grant an additional week, until October 4, 2004, for all parties to file their testimony on rate design proposals.       

2.
The Staff would stress that its request is limited to testimony concerning rate design proposals.  Testimony on class cost of service, including recommendations regarding the distribution of any permanent revenue increase to rate classes, would still be subject to the aforementioned September 27, 2004 filing deadline.  Further, this proposal would not cause any subsequent delays in the procedural schedule.

The Staff has consulted with counsel for the other parties, and no party objects to this request.

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission issue an Order granting an additional week, until October 4, 2004, for all parties to file their testimony on rate design proposals.
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
