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Staff's Response to the Proposed MGE/MAAC Contract
COMES NOW Staff of the Public Service Commission of Missouri (Staff), and in comment on the contract between Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company (MGE) and the Mid-America Assistance Coalition (MAAC) filed in this case on January 26, 2004, states:

1. Staff has reviewed the contract, and has the same suggested modifications as proposed by the Office of the Public Counsel in its response:

a. That paragraph 3 of the contract be modified to reflect that ratepayers are the source of funding for the additional funding to the Extra Help program;

b. That paragraph 10 of the contract be modified to require that MAAC provide MGE, Staff, and OPC with bi-monthly reports on assistance provided by each participating agency; and,

c. That paragraph 12 of the contract be modified to require MAAC to provide MGE, Staff and OPC a copy of its outside auditor’s report on money received and disbursed under the program.

WHERREFORE, Staff recommends that the Commission approve the contract between MGE and MAAC, as modified, for the distribution of $250,000 of excess funds from MGE’s Experimental Low Income Program.
