ORDER ESTABLISHING PROTECTIVE ORDER

On December 24, 2002, Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – L&P filed a Motion for Protective Order.  In its motion, Aquila indicates that it seeks to protect the confidentiality of competitive pricing information and technical, financial and business information that would likely be used in testimony by the Staff of the Commission, as well as the Office of the Public Counsel.  Aquila indicates that public disclosure of this information may tend to harm the interests of the company, its employees and its customers.  Aquila asserts that none of the information for which a claim of confidentiality will be made can be found in any format in a public document. 

Upon review of Aquila’s motion, the Commission finds that there is a need to protect confidential information and that the request for a protective order is reasonable.  The Commission has previously recognized the need to protect confidential information and the issuance of protective orders has helped to minimize disputes in past cases.  Therefore, a protective order should be established.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Motion for Protective Order filed by Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – L&P is granted and the protective order attached to this order (Attachment A) is adopted.
