ORDER DIRECTING RESPONSE 

This case was opened to receive the 2000-2001 Purchased Gas Adjustment filing and Actual Cost Adjustment filing of Missouri Gas Energy (MGE), a division of Southern Union Company.  On May 31, 2002, the Staff of the Commission filed a recommendation and memorandum regarding that filing. 

 Staff recommends that the Commission issue an order requiring MGE to make certain specified adjustments to its account balances to reflect the over or under recovery of ACA and refund balances to be refunded or collected from the ratepayers as of June 30, 2001.  Staff also recommends that the Commission require MGE to take certain actions to assure that sufficient, but not excess, capacity is available to meet firm customer peak day capacity and natural gas supply requirements.  Staff also recommends that the Commission direct MGE to respond to these recommendations by July 12, 2002.

The Commission has reviewed the memorandum filed by Staff and has determined that MGE should file a response to Staff’s recommendations by July 12, 2002. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, shall file a response to the recommendation of the Staff of the Commission no later than July 12, 2002.
