ORDER SUSPENDING REQUIREMENT THAT THE PARTIES FILE A PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE 

On September 10, 2002, the Commission issued an Order Consolidating Cases, Finding Jurisdiction to Proceed, and Directing the Parties to File a Proposed Procedural Schedule.  That order directed the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule no later than October 1, 2002.  On September 19, Missouri Gas Energy (MGE) filed an Application for Rehearing and Motion for Reconsideration in which it challenges several aspects of the Commission’s September 10 order.  

The Commission wishes to take the opportunity to fully consider MGE’s application, along with any responses to that application that may be offered by other parties.  By Commission rule, other parties are allowed ten days in which to respond to MGE’s application.  For that reason, the Commission will not be able to rule on MGE’s application before October 1.  Until the Commission rules upon MGE’s application, the filing of a proposed procedural schedule would be premature.  Therefore, the requirement that the parties file a proposed procedural schedule will be suspended.  If necessary, a new date for filing a proposed procedural schedule may be established after the Commission rules on MGE’s application.   

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the requirement that the parties file a proposed procedural schedule is indefinitely suspended.

That this order shall become effective on September 30, 2002.
