SECOND ORDER GRANTING REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF DATE FOR FILING RESPONSE

This order grants Laclede Gas Company’s request for an extension of time in which to respond to Staff’s amended recommendation.

On March 15, 2002, in accord with the previously established procedural schedule, the Staff of the Commission filed its recommendation regarding Laclede Gas Company’s 1999-2000 Actual Cost Adjustment.  The procedural schedule required Laclede to respond to that recommendation by April 26.  On April 26, Laclede filed a motion requesting an extension of time in which to respond to Staff’s recommendation.  Laclede indicated that it was negotiating with Staff and requested additional time to file a response.  The Commission granted Laclede’s motion on April 29, and allowed Laclede until May 10 to respond.  

As a result of the negotiations between Staff and Laclede, Staff filed a revised recommendation on May 9, 2002.  On May 10, Laclede filed another request for extension of time in which to respond to Staff’s revised recommendation.  This time Laclede requests three additional weeks in which to file its response.   Laclede indicates that this extension of time will not require any other adjustments to the established procedural schedule.  Laclede represents that it has discussed this matter with counsel for Staff and counsel for Public Counsel and that neither objects to the requested extension of time.          

The Commission will grant Laclede’s request.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Laclede Gas Company’s Request for Extension in Date for Filing Response is granted. 

2. That Laclede Gas Company shall file its response to Staff’s revised recommendation no later than May 31, 2002.
