ORDER GRANTING JOINT MOTION TO AMEND UNANIMOUS STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT

This order grants a joint motion filed by all the parties to amend a unanimous stipulation and agreement regarding the 2001‑2002 Actual Cost Adjustment (ACA) filing of Atmos.  

On March 25, 2004, the Commission approved a unanimous stipulation and agreement signed by Atmos Energy Corporation, the Office of the Public Counsel, and the Staff of the Commission.  That unanimous stipulation and agreement resolved all issues regarding Atmos’ 2001‑2002 ACA filings and established ending ACA balances for each of Atmos’ districts. 

On July 15, Atmos, Public Counsel, and Staff filed a joint motion asking the Commission to reopen this case and to amend the stipulation and agreement.  The motion indicates that the parties have discovered several computational errors that affect the ACA balances that were established in the stipulation and agreement.  Specifically, the parties indicate that two errors by Staff resulted in five incorrect numbers in Table 2 of Appendix A of the stipulation and agreement.  First, in column 1 of Table 2, which purports to show the August 31, 2002 ending balances filed by Atmos, the Butler district’s “Firm ACA” balance of $60,644 and “Interruptible ACA” balance of $722 are incorrect.  The balances that Atmos actually filed, and that should have appeared in column 1, are ($182,091) and ($15,183), respectively.  Applying the Staff’s adjustment (column 2) for both of these categories produces the correct adjusted balances (column 3) of ($217,209) and ($18,286) for Butler district Firm ACA and Interruptible ACA, respectively.  

The second error is a simple addition error that affects column 3 of Table 2, which shows an August 31, 2002 ending balance of ($2,089,099) for “SEMO district (Area S) Firm ACA.”  When the figures in the table are added correctly, the ending balance is shown to be ($2,088,599).

The parties have attached a corrected Table 2 to their motion and ask the Commission to approve the substitution of the corrected Table 2 for the original Table 2 in the unanimous stipulation and agreement. 

Given the unanimous agreement of the parties that these corrections should be made, the Commission will grant the Joint Motion. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Joint Motion to Amend Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement is granted.  

2.
That the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement between Atmos Energy Corporation, the Office of the Public Counsel, and the Staff of the Public Service Commission that was approved by the Commission on March 25, 2004, is amended by attaching the corrected Appendix A, Table 2 that was attached to the Joint Motion to Amend Unanimous Stipulation, as a substitute for the Appendix A, Table 2 that was attached to the original unanimous stipulation and agreement.

That this order shall become effective on August 1, 2004.

That this case shall be closed on August 2, 2004.
