ORDER SUSPENDING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On May 23, 2003, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed tariff sheets to implement a general rate increase.  The Commission issued an Order Adopting Jointly Proposed Procedural Schedule on August 12.  

The Staff of the Commission filed a Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule on December 2.  Staff informed the Commission that the parties are likely to file a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement with the Commission by December 12.  Because of that likelihood, Staff asks the Commission to suspend the remaining requirements of its August 12 order.

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s motion.  In light of the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement the parties plan to file by December 12, the Commission finds Staff’s motion reasonable, and will grant it.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion of the Staff to Suspend Procedural Schedule is granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on December 5, 2003.
