ORDER REGARDING LOCAL PUBLIC HEARINGS

On October 9, 2003, the Commission issued an order that, among other things, adopted a procedural schedule and tentatively scheduled six local public hearings.  The order scheduled the dates and cities, but not the times or locations, for these local public hearings.  The Commission has now completed the arrangements for the local public hearings.  Due to scheduling difficulties, the Commission will reschedule the local public hearing in Platte City from January 13, 2004, to January 6, 2004.  The other five local public hearings will be held on the dates set in the Commission’s October 9th order.  The details for the local public hearings are set out below. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That a local public hearing shall be held on January 6, 2004, at Northwest Missouri State University, 800 University Drive, Maryville, Missouri 64468.  The local public hearing will take place in the University’s Boardroom (Meeting Room F), on the 3rd floor of the J.W. Jones Student Union.  The local public hearing will commence at 12:00 p.m. and will continue until all persons present have had an opportunity to testify, but in no case later than 2:00 p.m.  The J.W. Jones Student Union building is a facility that meets accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act.  If any person needs additional accommodations to participate in the local public hearing, please call the Public Service Commission’s Hotline at 1‑800‑392‑4211 (voice) or Relay Missouri at 711 prior to the hearing.

2. That a local public hearing shall be held on January 6, 2004, in the Conference Room of the Comfort Inn, 1200 Highway 92, Platte City, Missouri 64079.  The local public hearing will commence at 5:00 p.m. and will continue until all persons present have had an opportunity to testify, but in no case later than 7:00 p.m.  The Comfort Inn is a facility that meets accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act.  If any person needs additional accommodations to participate in the local public hearing, please call the Public Service Commission’s Hotline at 1‑800‑392‑4211 (voice) or Relay Missouri at 711 prior to the hearing.

3. That a local public hearing shall be held on January 15, 2004, in the Council Chambers of the Public Safety Building, 120 South Ash Street, Nevada, Missouri 64772.   The local public hearing will commence at 6:00 p.m. and will continue until all persons present have had an opportunity to testify, but in no case later than 8:00 p.m.  The Public Safety Building is a facility that meets accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act.  If any person needs additional accommodations to participate in the local public hearing, please call the Public Service Commission’s Hotline at 1‑800‑392‑4211 (voice) or Relay Missouri at 711 prior to the hearing.

4. That a local public hearing shall be held on January 20, 2004, in the City Council Chambers, located on the second floor of the City Hall, 102 West 9th Street, Rolla, Missouri 65401.  The local public hearing will commence at 6:00 p.m. and will continue until all persons present have had an opportunity to testify, but in no case later than 8:00 p.m.  The Rolla City Hall is a facility that meets accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act.  If any person needs additional accommodations to participate in the local public hearing, please call the Public Service Commission’s Hotline at 1‑800‑392‑4211 (voice) or Relay Missouri at 711 prior to the hearing.

5. That a local public hearing shall be held on January 26, 2004, in the City Council Chambers, Marshall City Hall, 214 North Lafayette Street, Marshall, Missouri 65340.  The local public hearing will commence at 12:00 p.m. and will continue until all persons present have had an opportunity to testify, but in no case later than 2:00 p.m.  The Marshall City Hall is a facility that meets accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act.  If any person needs additional accommodations to participate in the local public hearing, please call the Public Service Commission’s Hotline at 1‑800‑392‑4211 (voice) or Relay Missouri at 711 prior to the hearing.

6. That a local public hearing shall be held on January 26, 2004, in the City Council Chambers, located in the Municipal Building, 2nd and Osage Streets, Sedalia, Missouri 65301.  The local public hearing will commence at 6:00 p.m. and will continue until all persons present have had an opportunity to testify, but in no case later than 8:00 p.m.  The Sedalia Municipal Building is a facility that meets accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act.  If any person needs additional accommodations to participate in the local public hearing, please call the Public Service Commission’s Hotline at 1‑800‑392‑4211 (voice) or Relay Missouri at 711 prior to the hearing.

7. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall be available at the hearing site during the first half-hour of each local public hearing scheduled herein to answer questions from the public.

8. That the Data Center of the Missouri Public Commission shall serve a copy of this order upon the county commission of each county in the service areas of Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks – L&P.

9. That the Commission’s Public Information Office shall make this order or the information contained in this order available to the media serving each county in the service areas of Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks – L&P.

That this order shall become effective on October 31, 2003.
