ORDER GRANTING LEAVE TO APPEAR

On January 28, 2004, the United States Department of Defense, the United States Department of Energy, and Other Federal Executive Agencies (FEA) submitted a request for Late Intervention and a Motion for Admission of Counsel Pro Hac Vice.  The motion for admission pro hac vice indicated that the FEA would be represented by Major Craig Paulson, USAF, who is a member in good standing of the bar in Texas and Minnesota but is not admitted to practice in Missouri.  The FEA’s initial motion did not designate a Missouri attorney as co-counsel as required by the Commission’s rules.  The Commission directed the FEA to correct that deficiency, and on February 9, the FEA filed a pleading designating Charles M. Stinger, a member of the Missouri bar, as associate counsel.   Mr. Stinger has entered his appearance as associate counsel for the FEA. 

The FEA’s request now complies with the requirements of 4 CSR 240-2.040(3)(C), and Major Paulson will be allowed to appear on behalf of the FEA.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Major Craig Paulson’s motion to appear pro hac vice on behalf of the United States Department of Defense, the United States Department of Energy, and Other Federal Executive Agencies is granted. 

2. That this order shall become effective on February 10, 2004.
