STAFF’S RECOMMENDATION

COMES NOW the Staff of the Public Service Commission of Missouri, and in compliance with the Commission’s orders in this case states:

1.
On September 24, 2004, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company (MGE) filed tariffs to comply with the Commission’s Report and Order (R&O) dated September 21, 2004.  After the Commission issued orders clarifying the September 21 R&O and discussions among the parties, MGE filed substitute tariff sheets on September 28, 2004.

MGE has requested expedited approval of these tariffs, to become effective for service on and after October 2, 2004.

Staff has reviewed the tariffs, and in its Memorandum attached as Appendix A, recommends that the Commission approve the substitute tariffs as in compliance with the Commission’s R&O.

Staff also recommends that the tariffs become effective for service on and after October 2, 2004, for good cause shown, pursuant to section 393.140(11) RSMo 2000.
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
