STAFF RECOMMENDATION CONCERNING 

EXPERIMENTAL LOW IMCOME PROGRAM TARIFF

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and files its recommendation in Aquila Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks - MPS and Aquila Networks - L&P’s (Aquila) tariff to implement an Experimental Low Income Program.  In regard to the tariff, Staff states:


1.
As part of the Stipulation and Agreement in this rate case the Parties agreed on implementation of an Experimental Low Income Program.

2.
On September 17, 2004, Aquila submitted tariff sheets designed to implement this program in compliance with the terms of the Stipulation.


3.
Aquila also filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment requesting that the tariffs be approved on an expedited basis to become effective on October 1, 2004.

Staff recommends approval of the tariffs on an expedited basis as explained in the attached Staff Memorandum.


WHEREFORE Staff recommends approval of the tariffs to implement an ELIP program and advises that good cause exists for approval on less than thirty-days notice.
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
