ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO REVISE PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On January 30, 2004, Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks L&P, filed a Motion to Revise Procedural Schedule.  Aquila notes that the Commission’s order adopting a procedural schedule directs the parties to file the List of Issues, Order of Witnesses and Order of Cross-Examination (List of Issues) on February 2, 2004.  Aquila states that it believes that the identification of this date for the List of Issues in the parties’ original proposal was an oversight.  Aquila states that the formal List of Issues would more commonly be filed after the filing of rebuttal testimony, as issues sometimes narrow during the filing of testimony.  Aquila requests that the Commission revise the procedural schedule such that the List of Issues will be due on March 9, 2004, a week before the March 16, 2004 deadline for the Statements of Positions.  Aquila further states that counsel for all other parties have indicated that they do not object to this motion.  

The Commission has reviewed the request to amend the procedural schedule and finds that it is reasonable and should be granted.  The deadline for the filing of the List of Issues, Order of Witnesses and Order of Cross-Examination will be extended from February 2, 2004, to March 9, 2004. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion to Revise Procedural Schedule, filed by Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks – L&P, on January 30, 2004, is granted.

2. The procedural schedule is amended such that the List of Issues, Order of Witnesses and Order of Cross-Examination is now due on March 9, 2004.

3. That this order shall become effective on February 2, 2004.
