ORDER SUSPENDING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

This case was established to consider Atmos Energy Corporation’s 2001-2002 Actual Cost Adjustment (ACA).  On February 6, 2004, all of the parties to this case - Atmos, the Staff of the Commission, and the Office of the Public Counsel - filed a joint motion asking the Commission to suspend the procedural schedule for this case.  

The joint applicants indicate that they have reached an agreement in principle that will settle all issues.  They are currently preparing a unanimous stipulation and agreement and anticipate that they will file the agreement by February 19.  Under the existing procedural schedule, the parties are required to file direct testimony by February 19.  The parties ask that the procedural schedule be suspended so that they will be relieved of the burden of preparing testimony while the unanimous stipulation and agreement is finalized. 

The Commission will grant the motion and suspend the procedural schedule so that the parties do not need to file direct testimony on February 19.  The hearing set for May 17 and 18 is not canceled at this time so that it may retain its position on the Commission’s calendar.  If a unanimous stipulation and agreement is filed as anticipated, the Commission will cancel the hearing in a separate order.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That procedural schedule established for this case is suspended.
