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Staff Recommendation

COMES NOW Staff of the Public Service Commission of Missouri and for its recommendation in this case states:

1.
On, March 3, 2003, Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS (Aquila) filed an unscheduled winter tariff sheets to reflect changes in its Purchased Gas Adjustment.  Subsequently, Aquila filed substitute tariff sheets, motions for waiver concerning the unscheduled filing, and a motion to waive the requirement for a summer PGA filing.

2.
Staff has reviewed the substituted tariff sheets, and the waivers.  Staff recommends that the Commission approve the waivers, and that it approve the tariff sheets, interim subject to refund, for service on and after March 14, 2003.  See the Staff Memorandum and Attachments, provided as Attachment A.  

3.
Staff notes that there is good cause for permitting the tariff sheet to go into effect on less than 30 days notice pursuant to §393.140 (11), RSMo 2000.  

WHEREFORE, Staff recommends that the Commission grant the above-referenced waivers and approve the above-referenced tariff sheets.
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
