ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On March 15, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion requesting that the Commission suspend the procedural schedule in this case.  Staff stated that the parties have reached a settlement of all issues in this case, and are in the process of drafting a unanimous stipulation and agreement reflecting that settlement.

On March 16, 2004, the Commission issued an order temporarily suspending the procedural schedule.  The order directed the parties to file either a status report or the unanimous stipulation and agreement by March 19, 2004.   On that date, Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks – L&P, filed a status report.  Aquila indicates that some parties need additional time to review the Stipulation and Agreement, but that the company expects the unanimous Stipulation and Agreement to be filed early next week.  The Commission will direct the parties to file either a second status report or a unanimous stipulation and agreement no later than March 24, 2004.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than March 24, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file either (a) a unanimous stipulation and agreement resolving all issues in this case, or (b) a status report regarding the parties’ progress in drafting the unanimous stipulation and agreement. 

2. That this order shall become effective on March 22, 2004.
