ORDER ESTABLISHING PROTECTIVE ORDER

On July 11, 2002, Missouri Gas Energy (MGE) filed a Motion for Protective Order. MGE requests that the Commission issue its standard form protective order pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.085.

The Commission has previously recognized the need to protect confidential information and the issuance of protective orders has helped to minimize disputes in past cases.  Therefore, a protective order should be established.
