ORDER DIRECTING RESPONSE TO PROPOSED CONTRACT 

On January 28, 2004, Missouri Gas Energy (MGE) submitted a contract with the Mid America Assistance Coalition (MAAC) that would prescribe the manner in which funds from MGE’s Experimental Low Income Rate would be distributed to MAAC.  MGE’s motion seeking the authority to distribute those funds is currently pending before the Commission and the Commission would like to consider the contract at the same time it considers MGE’s motion.

 The Commission will direct its Staff to file a recommendation regarding the contract and will provide an opportunity for other parties to respond if they wish to do so.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That, no later than February 3, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall file a pleading recommending whether the Commission should approve the contract submitted by Missouri Gas Energy.

That any other party that wishes to file a recommendation regarding whether the Commission should approve the contract submitted by Missouri Gas Energy shall do so not later than February 3, 2004.

That this order shall become effective on January 29, 2004.
