ORDER ADOPTING FURTHER PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

At the hearing of this matter, an additional issue arose between the parties regarding MGE’s 1999/2000 heating season delivered natural gas volumes, the use of those volumes in the spreadsheet developed by Staff’s witness, and Missouri Gas Energy’s low case scenario used by Staff’s witness.  The hearing was adjourned to allow the parties an opportunity to further develop that issue.   

The Commission ordered the parties to submit a proposed procedural schedule regarding the additional issue by June 5.  The deadline for submission of a procedural schedule was later extended to June 12, and then to June 18.  On June 18, Staff, with the concurrence of Missouri Gas Energy, filed a proposed procedural schedule leading to a hearing on December 4 and 5, 2003.   

The proposed procedural schedule is generally acceptable.  However, the date proposed for a hearing has already been filled on the Commission’s calendar.  Therefore, the proposed schedule will be modified to allow for the hearing to reconvene one week earlier.
