ORDER DIRECTING FILING

This case was established to consider Atmos Energy Corporation’s 2001-2002 Actual Cost Adjustment (ACA).  On February 6, 2004, all of the parties to this case - Atmos, the Staff of the Commission, and the Office of the Public Counsel - filed a joint motion asking the Commission to suspend the established procedural schedule because they had reached an agreement in principle that would settle all issues.  The motion indicated that the parties anticipated filing a unanimous stipulation and agreement February 19.  Based on that representation, the Commission suspended the procedural schedule that would have required the parties to file direct testimony by February 19.  

The parties have not yet filed a stipulation and agreement and the Commission is concerned that the remaining procedural schedule will quickly become unworkable if the parties are unable to submit the anticipated stipulation and agreement.  For that reason, the Commission will require the parties to promptly file either a stipulation and agreement or a progress report.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That no later than February 26, 2004, the parties shall file either a stipulation and agreement, or a progress report explaining the status of their negotiations regarding a stipulation and agreement.

That this order shall become effective on February 20, 2004.
