ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

On May 23, 2003, Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE, filed tariff sheets to implement a general rate increase.  The Commission issued a Suspension Order and Notice on June 3.

The parties submitted a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement on December 10, and the Commission approved of the agreement on January 13.  As part of its January 13 order, the Commission rejected AmerenUE’s May 23 tariffs, and permitted AmerenUE to file tariffs the same as or substantially similar to the specimen tariffs attached to the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement.

On December 21, 2004, AmerenUE filed tariffs bearing an effective date of February 1, 2005.  The tariffs bore a cover letter that stated that AmerenUE filed the tariffs to comply with the stipulation.  The Commission will order its Staff to file a Recommendation concerning the new tariff filing.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file its Recommendation on the December 21, 2004 tariff filing by Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE, no later than January 21, 2005. 

2. That this order shall become effective on December 23, 2004.
