ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

On September 15, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a Motion for Extension of Time.  Staff requests that the Commission extend the time for filing a proposed procedural schedule to September 19, 2003.  Staff states that the parties are discussing proposed procedural schedules for this case along with the company’s general rate case for its regulated electric and regulated steam operations, case Nos. ER-2004-0034 and HR‑2004‑0024.  Staff suggests that this short extension may lead to the resolution of procedural schedule issues.  Staff states that it has conferred with counsel for the company, the Office of the Public Counsel, the Sedalia Industrial Energy Users’ Association, the Department of Natural Resources, Cornerstone Energy, Inc., and the City of Kansas City, and no party opposes the request for an extension.

The Commission finds that the request for an extension of time is reasonable and should be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the deadline for filing the proposed procedural schedule is extended from September 15, 2003, to September 19, 2003. 

2. That this order shall become effective on September 19, 2003.
