ORDER ESTABLISHING TIME FOR RESPONSE  

On March 3, 2003, Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS filed tariff sheets designed to reflect unscheduled changes in its Purchased Gas Adjustment factors for its Northern and Southern Systems.  Those tariff sheets carry a March 17 effective date.  On March 5, Aquila filed a motion asking the Commission to grant it a waiver from certain provisions of its tariffs to permit it to make some of the changes included in its tariff revisions.  

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) provides that parties are allowed not more than 10 days from the date of filing in which to respond to any pleading unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  Because the Commission will need to consider Aquila’s motion for waivers at the same time it considers the proposed tariff revisions, the Commission will shorten the time for response to Aquila’s motion.  The agenda meeting of Thursday, March 13, is the last agenda at which the Commission can consider Aquila’s motion and tariff before the tariff revisions become effective on Monday, March 17.  Therefore, the Commission will establish Tuesday, March 11, as the date for filing of a response to Aquila’s motion.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That any party that wishes to respond to Aquila Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS’s Motion for Waivers Concerning Unscheduled PGA Filing shall do so no later than March 11, 2003.

That this order shall become effective on March 11, 2003.
