ORDER APPROVING INTERIM RATES 


On October 17, 2003, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed tariff sheets to reflect changes in its Purchased Gas Adjustment (PGA) factors as the result of estimated changes in the cost of natural gas for the upcoming winter season.  

The tariff changes will result in rate adjustments in each of AmerenUE’s service areas.  

· For the area served by Panhandle Eastern Pipeline Company, which includes the cities of Columbia, Jefferson City, Mexico, and Wentzville, the firm PGA factor will decrease to $0.7179 per Ccf from the scheduled 2003 summer season firm PGA factor of $0.7334 per Ccf.

· For the area served by Texas Eastern Transmission Corporation, which includes the city of Cape Girardeau, the firm PGA factor will decrease to $0.7935 per Ccf from the summer season firm PGA factor of $0.8128 per Ccf.  

· For the area served by Natural Gas Pipeline Company of America, which includes the communities of Jackson and Marble Hill, the firm PGA factor will increase to $0.7538 per Ccf from the summer season firm PGA factor of $0.6905 per Ccf.  

On October 29, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Memorandum and Recommendation.  Staff noted that, because AmerenUE’s PGA clause allows for PGA change filings to take effect on ten days’ notice, good cause has been shown pursuant to Section 393.140 (11), RSMo 2000, to permit the tariff to become effective on less than thirty days’ notice.  Staff also recommended that the rates be interim, subject to refund.  

The Commission has reviewed the proposed tariff sheets and Staff’s Memorandum and Recommendation.  The Commission finds that the tariff sheets conform to AmerenUE’s Commission-approved PGA Clause.  After considering Staff's recommendation, and for good cause shown pursuant to Section 393.140(11), RSMo 2000, the Commission concludes that the proposed tariff sheets should be approved to become effective on and after the requested effective date of November 1, 2003, on an interim basis, subject to refund. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the proposed tariff sheets filed on October 17, 2003, by Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE are approved on an interim basis, subject to refund, for service rendered on and after November 1, 2003.  The tariff sheets approved are:
