ORDER RESCHEDULING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

This order grants the motion of Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE, to reschedule the prehearing conference.

On May 23, 2003, Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE, filed tariff sheets to implement a general rate increase.  The Commission issued a Suspension Order and Notice on June 3, in which it set a prehearing conference for July 10.

AmerenUE alleged several of its employees are unavailable on July 10 because they must appear in a rate case hearing in Illinois. AmerenUE states that it has contacted the Staff of the Commission and the Office of the Public Counsel, and that they do not object.

The Commission has reviewed AmerenUE’s motion, finds it reasonable, and will grant it.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion to Re-Schedule Prehearing Conference is granted.

2. That the prehearing conference will be held July 16, 2003, at 10:00 a.m.  The prehearing conference shall be held in Room 305 of the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri.  The Governor Office Building meets accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act.
