ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO CONSOLIDATE CASES

The Commission opened the above-captioned cases for the review of Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks—L&P, and Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks—MPS’s purchased gas adjustment factors and actual cost adjustments.  On October 1, 2004, Aquila, Inc., filed a motion to consolidate the above-captioned cases.

In its motion, Aquila states that as a result of its last natural gas rate case, in Case No. GR‑2004‑0072, Aquila is currently operating its two gas systems under one set of tariff sheets with separate, system-specific rates.  Thus, Aquila states that there are common questions of law and fact to be determined in the cases and requests that the two cases be consolidated for administrative efficiency.  Aquila also states that no other party to the cases objects to the consolidation.

The Commission has reviewed the motion and finds that the cases should be consolidated with GR‑2004‑0539 being the lead case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Aquila, Inc.’s Motion to Consolidate is granted.

2. That Case Nos. GR‑2004‑0538 and GR‑2004‑0539 are consolidated.  The lead case shall be Case No. GR‑2004‑0539.

That this order shall become effective on October 15, 2004.
