ORDER ESTABLISHING PROTECTIVE ORDER

On November 5, 2004, Aquila, Inc. filed tariff sheets with the Missouri Public Service Commission that were approved by the Commission and became effective on November 18, 2004.  The tariff sheets reflect changes in the company’s Purchased Gas Adjustment factors for the winter of 2004-2005.  To facilitate the Actual Cost Adjustment, it may be necessary for Aquila to supply information to parties in this case.  For this reason, Aquila filed a Motion for Protective Order on January 26, 2005.
Upon review of Aquila’s motion, the Commission finds that there is a need to protect confidential information and that the request for a protective order is reasonable.  The Commission has previously recognized the need to protect confidential information and the issuance of protective orders has helped to minimize disputes in past cases.  Therefore, a protective order should be established.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Protective Order filed by Aquila, Inc. is granted and the protective order attached to this order (Attachment A) is adopted.

2. That this order shall become effective on January 27, 2005.
