SECOND ORDER DIRECTING FILING

Aquila, Inc., has filed tariff sheets proposing an increase in its Purchased Gas Adjustment factors.  The Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a recommendation on November 12, 2004, recommending approval of the tariff sheets.  According to Staff’s recom​mendation, the proposed change for the Southern System of Aquila may increase a residential customer’s bill by approximately 24 percent for the winter season.  The increase for the Northern System may be approximately 11 percent and the increase for the L&P System may be approximately 5 percent. 

The Commission requests additional information about the disparity in the various systems.  Particularly, for the Southern System, the Commission requests its Staff to explain in more detail the factors that cause the increase in the Southern System to be substantially larger than the increase in the other systems operated by Aquila.  Aquila may also respond to this request.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than 2:00 p.m., November 17, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file a response with the additional information as stated above.

That this order shall become effective on November 16, 2004.
