ORDER GRANTING STAFF’S REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE
In an order issued on December 21, 2004, the Commission directed the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule by January 20.  On January 18, the Staff of the Commission filed a motion requesting additional time to file such a procedural schedule.  Staff’s motion explains that Staff has discussed with Missouri Gas Energy the possibility of consolidating this case with case number GR-2003-0330, which concerns MGE’s 2002-2003 ACA.  MGE’s response to Staff’s recommendation in GR-2003-0330 is due by February 27.  After that response is filed, the parties will be in a better position to know whether they will ask for the consolidation of these cases.  As a result, Staff requests that the Commission extend the date for the filing of a proposed procedural schedule until 10 days after MGE files its response in GR-2003-0330.  

Staff’s request is reasonable, is not opposed by any party, and will be granted.

1. That the parties shall file a proposed procedural schedule no later than March 10, 2005.
