ORDER AND NOTICE OF HEARING
The parties filed a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement on December 10, 2003.  Staff filed its Memorandum in Support of Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement on December 19.  In its Memorandum, Staff suggested that if the Commission wanted an on-the-record presentation, that the Commission should hold the hearing on January 5, 2004.

The Commission finds Staff’s suggested date reasonable, and will hold the on-the-record presentation on January 5, 2004, at 8:30 a.m.  The parties should be prepared to explain why the proposed agreement is in the public interest.  In particular, the Commission will wish the parties to discuss the impact the proposed increase would have on the average residential customer’s bill.  Also, the parties should also be prepared to discuss the position of the Missouri Department of Natural Resources on the proposed agreement, and what standing DNR has in this case and in the agreement.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Commission will hold the on-the-record presentation on January 5, 2004, at 8:30 a.m. 

2. The hearing will be held in facilities that meet the accessibility requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act. 3. That this order shall become effective on December 23, 2003.
