ORDER DIRECTING FILING REGARDING ADMISSION OF COUNSEL PRO HAC VICE

On January 28, 2004, the United States Department of Defense and the United States Department of Energy and other Federal Executive Agencies (FEA) filed a motion requesting late intervention in this case.  FEA is represented by Major Craig Paulson, USAF, who is a member of the Bar in Texas and Minnesota, but is not a member of the Missouri Bar.  Major Paulson requests that he be admitted to this case pro hac vice.  

The Commission rule regarding admission of a non-Missouri lawyer for a particular case is found at 4 CSR 240-2.040(3)(C).  That rule requires the non-Missouri lawyer to designate a member of the Missouri Bar as associate counsel and requires that the designated associate counsel simultaneously enter an appearance as an attorney of record.  Major Paulson’s request for admission pro hac vice fails to comply with that rule in that he does not designate an associate counsel.  The request for admission was accompanied by a pleading submitted by Stuart W. Conrad, a member of the Missouri Bar.  Mr. Conrad’s motion asks that Major Paulson be admitted pro hac vice but does not explicitly state that Mr. Conrad is willing to be designated as associate counsel for Major Paulson.

Major Paulson will be directed to correct the deficiency in his motion for admission pro hac vice by designating a member of the Missouri Bar as associate counsel, in compliance with Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.040(3)(C).  The Commission will be unable to take any further action on FEA’s application to intervene until its counsel is properly admitted for purposes of this case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Major Craig Paulson, USAF, shall correct the deficiency in his motion for admission pro hac vice by designating a member of the Missouri Bar as associate counsel, in compliance with Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.040(3)(C). 

2. That this order shall become effective on January 30, 2004.
