NOTICE OF DEFICIENCY

On March 15, 2004, Fidelity Natural Gas, Inc. filed a tariff relating to its Purchased Gas Adjustment Clause and Actual Cost Adjustment Clause.  A copy of the supporting workpapers was filed along with the tariff.   

Fidelity indicates that the supporting work papers are to be treated as proprietary.  However, Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.085(1) requires that any party seeking to protect confidential information must do so by filing a separate pleading denominated as a Motion for Protective Order.  Fidelity has filed documents that it asks the Commission to treat as confidential, but it has not complied with the Commission’s regulation by filing a Motion for Protective Order.   Therefore, Fidelity is informed that if it wants the Commission to continue to treat its documents as confidential, it must file a pleading that complies with the Commission’s regulations.
